4-) Termessos Ancient Site and Antalya Archaelogical Museum

open air gallery. It covers an area of
7,000 m2 (75,000 sq ft) and has
5000 works of art are exhibited. In
addition a further 25,000-30,000
artifacts which cannot be displayed
are in storage. As a museum
exhibiting examples of works, which
illuminate the history of the
Mediterranean and  Pampbhylia
regions in Anatolia, Antalya Museum
is one of the most important of

Turkey’s museums.
